LICENSE AND ORDER 

IT IS HEREBY STIPULATED AND AGREED by and between the parties to the above-

entitled proceedings that the following matters are true: 

PARTIES 

1. Virginia Herold (Complainant) is the Executive Officer of the Board of Pharmacy. 

 She brought this action solely in her official capacity and is represented in this matter by Kamala 

D. Harris, Attomey General of the State of California, by Leslie A. Walden, Deputy Attorney 

General. 

2. Golden State Pharmaceuticals (Respondent) is represented in this proceeding by 

attorney Michael A. Dowell, whose address is Hinshaw & Culbertson, LLP, 11601 Wilshire· 

Blvd, Suite 800, Los Angeles, California 90025.

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3. On or about August 24,2007, the Board of Pharmacy issued Pharmacy Permit No. 

PRY 48647 to Golden State Phmmaceuticals (Respondent). The Pharmacy Pennit expired on 

August 1, 2010. 

JURISDICTION 

4. Accusation No. 4801 was filed before the Bomd of Pharmacy (Bomd), Depmtment of 

Consumer -Affairs, and is ctUTently pending against Respondent. --The -Accusation and-all other 

statutorily required documents were properly served on Respondent on Janumy 16, 2014. 

Respondent timely filed its Notice of Defense contesting the Accusation. A copy of Accusation 

No. 4801 is attached as Exhibit A and incorporated by reference. 

ADVISEMENT AND WAIVERS 

5. Respondent has cmefully read, fully discussed with counsel, and tmderstands the 

charges and allegations in Accusation No. 4801. Respondent also has cmefully read, fully 

discussed with counsel, and understands the effects of this Stipulated Surrender of License and 

Order. 

6. Respondent is fully aware of its legal rights in this matter, including the' right to a 

heming on the chmges and allegations in the Accusation; the right to be represented by cotmsel, at 

its own expense; the right to confront and cross-examine the witnesses against them; the right to 

present evidence and to testify on its own behalf; the right to the issuance of subpoenasto compel 

the attendance of witnesses and the production ofdocuments; the right to reconsideration and 

court review of an adverse decision; and all other rights accorded by the California 

Administrative Procedure Act and other applicable laws. 

7. Respondent voluntarily, knowingly, and intelligently waives and gives up each and 

every right set forth above. 

CULPABILITY 

8. Respondent understru1ds thattl1e chmges and allegations in Accusation No. 4801, if 

proven at a heming, constitute cause for imposing discipline upon its Pharmacy Permit. 

9. For the purpose of resolving the Accusation without the expense ru1d uncertainty of 

fmiher proceedings, Respondent agrees that, at a heming, Complainant could establish a factual· 
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Stipulated Surrender of License (Case No. 4801) 
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basis for the charges in the Accusation and that those charges constitute cause for discipline. 

Respondent hereby gives up their right to contest that cause for discipline exists based on those 

charges. 

10. Respondent understands that by signing this stipulation Entity enables the Board to 

issue an order accepting the surrender of their Pharmacy Permit without further process.

11. This stipulation shall be subject to approval by the Board of Pharmacy. Respondent 

understands and agrees that counsel for Complainant and the staff of the Board of Pharmacy may 

commtmicate directly with the Board regarding this stipulation and smrender, without notice to or 

participation by Respondent or its counsel. By signing the stipulation, Respondent understands 

and agrees that they may not withdraw its agreement or seek to rescind the stipulation prior to the 

time the Board considers and acts upon it. If the Board fails to adopt this stipulation as its 

Decision and Order, the Stipulated Surrender and Disciplinary Order shall be of no force or 

effect, except for this paragraph, it shall be inadmissible in any legal action between the parties, 

and the Board shall not be disqualified from further action by having considered this matter. 

12. The parties tmderstand and agree that Portable Document Format (PDF) and facsimile 

copies of this Stipulated Smrender of License and Order, including Portable Document Format 

(PDF) and facsimile signatures thereto, shall hav.e the same force and effect as the originals. 

13, This Stipulated Surrender of License and Order is intended by the parties to be an 

integrated writing representing the complete, final, and exclusive embodiment of their agreement. 

It supersedes any and all prior or contemporaneous agreements, understandings, discussions, 

negotiations, and commitments (written or oral). This Stipulated Surrender of License and Order 

may not be altered, amended, modified, supplemented, or otherwise changed except by a writing 

executed by an authorized representative of each of the parties. 

14. In consideration of the foregoing admissions and stipulations, the parties agree that 

the Board may, without further notice or formal proceeding, issue and enter the following Order:

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ORDER 

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that Pharmacy Permit No. PHY 48647, issued to Respondent 

Golden State Phannaceuticals, is surrendered and accepted by the Board of Pharmacy.. 

1. TI1e surrender of Respondent's Pharmacy Permit and the acceptance of the 

s1.nrendered license by the Board shall constitute the imposition of discipline against Respondent. 

Thissti pulati on constitutes a: record oftl:iedisciplii1eand snailbecori1e-a part·of Respondent's · · 

license history with the Board of Pharmacy. 

2. Respondent sha1llose all rights and privileges as a Pharmacy in California as of the 

effective date of the Board's Decision and Order. 

3. Respondent shall cause to be delivered to the Board its Permit and walJ certificate, if 

they still have them, on or before the effective date of the Decision and Order. 

4. If Respondent ever applies for licensure or petitions for reinstatement in the State of 

California, the Board shall treat it 
\ 

as a new application for licensure. Respondent must comply 

with all the laws, regulations and procedures for licensme in effect at the time. the application or 

petition is filed, and all of the charges and alJegations contained in Accusation No. 4801 shall be 

deemed to be true, correct and admitted by Respondent when the Board determines whether to 

grant or deny the application or petition. 

5. Respondent shall pay the agency its costs of investigation and enforcement in the 

ammmt of $9,900.00 within ninety (90) days of the effective date of the Board's Decision and 

Order. 

6. If Respondent should ever apply or reapplyfor.anewlicense or certification, or 

petition for reinstatement of a license, by any other healtl1 care licensing agency in the State of 

California, all of the charges and allegations contained in Accusation, No. 4801 shall be deemed 

to be true, correct, and admitted by Respondent for the pmpose of any Statement of Issues or any 

other proceeding seeking to deny or restrict licensure.

Complainant alleges: 

PARTIES 

1. Virginia Herold (Complainant) brings this Accusation solely in her official capacity 

as the Executive Officer of the Board of Pharmacy, Department of Consumer Affairs. 

2. On or about August 24, 2007, the Board of Phatmacy issued Pharmacy Permit 

Number PHY 48647 to Golden State Pharmaceuticals (Respondent). The Phal'lnacy Permit 

expired on August I, 2010, and has not been renewed. 

1 Accusation 
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3. On or about April 4, 1983, the Board of Pharmacy issued Original Pharmacist License 

Number RPH 37646 to, Ketmeth Jack Amadeo ("Respondent"). The Original Pharmacist License 

will expire on Febrnary 28, 2015, unless renewed.

1,JURISDICTION 

4. This Accusation is brought before the Board of Pharmacy (Board), Department of 

gonsl.Jnlerfl,ffa~·s_,_und_erth~ auth()rity of_the foll_o\l'i!1g[a\V~ Aljsegio_tu~f~t·~tlC_eSJire to_the _ 

Business and Professions Code unless otherwise indicated. 

5. Section 4300 of the Code states: 


"(a) Every license issued may be suspended or revoked. 


"(b) The board shall discipline the holder of any license iss1.ied by the bom-d, whose default 


has been entered or whose case·has been heard by the board and found guilty, by any of the 

following methods: 

"(!) Suspending judgment. 

"(2) Placing him or her upon probation. 

"(3) Suspending his or her right to practice for a period not exceeding one year. 

" ( 4) Revoking hls or her license. 

"(5) Taking any other action in relation to disciplining him or her as the bomd in its 


discretion may deem proper. 


"(d) The board may initiate disciplinmy proceedings to revoke or suspend any probationru'y 


certificate of licensure for any violation ofthe terms and conditions of probation. Upon 


satisfactory completion of probation, the board shall convert the probationary certificate to a 


regular certificate, free of conditions. 


"(e) The proceedings under this article shall be conducted in accordance with Chapter 5 

(commencing with Section 11500) of Part 1 of Division 3 of the Govenunent Code, and the board 

shall have all the powers granted therein. The action shall be final, except that the propriety of the 

action is subject to review by the superior court pursuant to Section 1094.5 of the Code of Civil 

Procedure." 

2 Accusrition 
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6. Section 4300.1 of the Code states: 

"The expiration, cancellation, forfeiture, or suspension of a board-issued license by 

operation of law or by order or decision ofthe board or a court of law, the placement of a license 

on a retired status, or the voluntary surrender of a license by a licensee shall not deprive the board 

of jurisdiction to commence or proceed with any investigation of, or action or disciplinary 

pro()e()cling_against, _th~ __ lic~nsee_or_to r~nder a<Jecision susp(J!1di,J1g()rrev_Qklng th~ license," 

7. Section 4333 of the Code states, in pertinent part, that all prescriptions filled by a 

pharmacy and all other records required by Section 4081 shall be maintained on the premises and 

available for inspection by authorized officers of the law for a period of at least three years. In 

cases where the pharmacy discontinues business, these records shall be maintained in a 

board-licensed facility for at least three years. 

8. Section 4081 of the Code states: 

"(a) All records of manufacture and of sale, acquisition, or disposition of dangerous drugs 

or dangerous devices shall be at all times during business hours open to inspection by authorized 

officers of the law, and shall be preserved for at least three years from the elate of making. A 

current inventory shall be kept by every manufacturer, wholesaler, pharmacy, veterinary 

food-animal drug retailer, physician, dentist, podiatrist, veterinarian, laboratory, clinic, hospital, 

institution, or establishment holding a currently valid and umevoked certificate, license, permit, 

registration, or exemption under Division 2 (commencing with Section 1200) of the Health and 

Safety Code or under Part 4 (commencing with Section16000) of Division 9 of the Welfare ru1d 

lt1stitutions Code who maintains a stock of dangerous drugs or dangerous devices. 

"(b) The owner, officer, and partner of any phru'Irmcy, wholesaler, or veterinary food-animal 

drug retailer shall be jointly responsible, with the pharmacist-in-charge or representative-in­

charge, for maintaining the records and inventory described in this section. 

"(c) The pharmacist-in-charge or representative-in-chru·ge shall not be criminally 

responsible for acts of the owner, officer, partner, or employee that violate this section and of 

which the pharmacist-in-charge or representative-in-charge had no lmowledge, or in which he or 

she did not knowingly participate." 

3 Accusation 
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9. Section 4059 of the Code st~.tes: 

"(a) A person may not furnish any dangerous drug, except upon the prescription of a 

physician, dentist, podiatrist, optometrist, veterinarian, or naturopathic doctor pursuant to Section 

3640.7. A person mrty not furnish any dangerous device, except upon the prescription of a 

physician, dentist, podiatrist, optometrist, veterinmian, or naturopathic doctor pursuant to Section 

36'10.7. - . -- - --- -- --- --- - - - - ----- - - -- -- --- ­
, 

10. Section 4060 ofthe Code states: 

"No person shall possess any contmlled substance, except that furnished to a person upon 

the prescription of a physician, dentist, podiatrist, optometrist, veterinarian, or naturopathic doctor 

pursuant to Section 3 640.7, or furnished pursuant to a drug order issued by a ce11ified 

nmse-rnidwife pursuant to Section2746.Sl, a nurse practitioner pursuant to Section 2836.1, or a 

physician. assistant pmsuant to Section 3502.1, or naturopathic doctor pursuant to Section 3640.5, 

or a pharmacist pursuant to either subparagraph (D) of paragraph ( 4) of, or clause (iv) of 

subparagraph (A) ofpamgmph (5) of, subdivision (a) of Section 4052. This section shall not 

apply to the possession of any controlled substance by a manufacturer, wholesaler, pharmacy, 

pharmacist, physician, podiatrist, dentist, optometrist, veterinarian, natmopathic doctor, cm1ifled 

nurse-midwife, nurse practitioner, or physician assistant, when in stock in containers correctly 

labeled with the name and address oftl1e supplier or producer. 

"Nothing in this section authorizes a certified nurse-midwife, a nurse practitioner, a 

physieian assistant, or a naturopathic doctor, to order his or her own stock of dangerous drugs and 

&vices." 

REGULATIONS 

11. California Code of Regulations, title 16, section 1770, states: 

"For the purpose of denial, suspensi01:, or revocation of a personal or facility license 

pursuant to Division 1.5 (commencing with Section475) of the Business and Professions Code, a 

crime or act shall be considered substantially related to the qualitications, functions or duties of a 

licensee or registrant if to a substantial degree it evidences present or potential unfitness of a

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cpnsistent with the public health, safety, or welfare."·· 


12. California Code of Regulations, title 16, section 1708,2 provides: 

"Any permit holcler shall contact the board prior to transferring or selling any dangerous 

drugs, devices or hypodermics inventory as a result of termination of business or bankruptcy 

pwceeclings.and shall follow official instructions.given_by the board applicable.to_the 

transaction." 

13. California Code ofRegulations, title 16, section1761 provides: 

"(a) No pharmacist shall compound or dispense any prescription which contains any 

significant error, omission, irregularity, uncertainty, ambiguity or alteration. Upon receipt of any 

such prescription, tl1e pharmacist shall contact the prescriber to obtain the information needed. to 

validate the prescription."., .." 
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14. Sec.tion125.3 of the Code states, in pertinent part, that the Board may request the 

administrative law judge to direct a licentiate found to have committed a violation or violations of 

the licensing act to pay a sum not to exceed the reasonable costs of the investigation and 

enforcement of the case. 

FIRST CAUSE FOR DISCIPLINE 

(Golden State Pharmaceuticals- Failure to File Discontinuance of Business) 

15. Respondent Golden State Pharmaceuticals is subject to disciplinary action under title 

16, section 1708.2 of the California Code of Regulations (CCR) in that Respondent failed to 

contact the Board prior to transferring or selling any dangemus drugs, devices or hypodermic 

inventory as a result of termination of its business. The circumstances are as follows: 

16. On or about April29, 2011, an onsite inspection by the Board of Pharmacy revealed 

that another business was operating out of the business address licensed to Respondent located at 

768 Calle Plano, Camarillo, CA 93012. Responden) failed to submit or file a Discontinuance of 

Business form with the Board upon the termination of its business. 

5 Accusation 
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SECOND CAUSE FOR DISCIPLINE

(Golden State Pharmaceuticals - Failure to Maintain Prescription Records) 


17. Respondent Golden State Pharmaceuticals is subject to disciplinary action under 


section 4333 in conjunction with 4081 of the Code in that it failed to maintain all prescriptions 

ftlled by the pharmacy and all other records on its premises for inspection by authorized of1icers 

' ' fnLftp_e_dod__of_thr_ee_ye_m·s. ___The_ circumstances-are .as-follows:--------- --- -------------------- -- ---------- --­

18. On or about June I 6, 20 I 0 Respondent Golden State Pharmaceuticals terminated its 


business operations located at 768 Calle Plano, Camarillo, CA 93012, and subsequently failed to 


notify the Board prior to transferring, selling or disposing of all dangerous drugs and devices. In 


addition, Respondent failed to notify the Board as to where all records of acquisition and 


disposition of dangerous cli'Llgs, including prescription files, were retained and maintained for the 


legally required period of tlu·ee years from the elate of making. 


THIRD CAUSE FOR DISCIPLINE~ 


(Golden State Pharmaceuticals- Unauthorized Prescriptions) 


19. Respondent Golden State Pharmaceuticals is subject to disciplinary action under title 


16, section 1761, subdivision (a) of the CCR in conjunction with section 4059 subdivision (a) and 

4060 of the Code in that it failed to contact the prescribers to validate prescriptions prior to 

compounding or dispensing such prescriptions which contained significant errors, omissions, 

irregularities, uncertainties, ambiguities, or alterations. The circumstances are as follows: 

20. From on or about January 2009 to June 2010, Respondent Golden State 

Pharmaceuticals furnished and dispensed approximately I 000 controlled substance prescriptions, · 

which were not prescribed or authorized by Douglas Mills, M.D.. Specifically, Respondent failed 

to obtain validation of the prescriptions from Dr. Mills who was not employed by Frontline 


Medical Associates, the prescribing medical group, since September 2007, and had not been 


practicing med!cine in the State of Califomia since October 2009. 


6 Accusation 
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FOURTH CAUSE FOR DISCIJ>LIN.E 

(Kenneth Jack Amodeo- Fallure to Maintain Prescription Records) 

21. Respondent Kenneth Jack Amodeo is subject to disciplinary action under section 

4333 in conjunction with 4081 of the Code in that be failed to maintain all prescriptions filled by 

the pharmacy and all other recmds on its premises for inspection by authorized officers for a 

period oftlu·ee years. The circumstances are as follows: 

22. On or about June 16,2010, while Respondent Kenneth Jack Amodeo was the 

Pharmacist-in-Chm·ge, Golden State Pharmaceuticals terminated its business operations located at 

768 Calle Plano, Cainarillo, CA 93012. Respondent Amodeo failed to notify the Bomd of the 

termination of business practices prior to tntnsferring, selling or disposing of all dangerous drugs . 

and devices. In addition, Respondent Amodeo failed to notify the Board as to where all records qf 

acguisitian.m1cl disposition of dm1gerous drugs, including prescription files, were retained and 

maintained for the legally required period of three years from the date of making. 

FIFTH Cl}USE FOR DISCIPLIN~ 

(Ke1meth Jack Amodeo- Unauthorized Prescriptions) 

2.3. Respondent Kenneth Jack Amodeo is subject to disciplinary action under Title 16, 

section 1761, subdivision (a) of the CCR in conjunction with section 4059 subdivision (a) and 

4060 of the Code in that while he was the Phanna.cist-In-Chm-ge, the pharmacist(s) who dispensed 

the prescriptions failed to contact the prescribers to validate prescriptions prior to compounding 

or dispensing such prescriptions, which contained significant errors, omissions, irregularities, 

uncertainties, ambiguities, or alterations. The circumstances are as follows: 

24. From on or about January 2009 to June 2010, Respondent Ke1meth Jack Amodeo was 

the Pharmacist-In-Charge at Golden State Pharmaceuticals. During this time frame, 

approximately 1000 controlled substance prescriptions were fumished m1cl dispensed, which were 

not prescribed .or authorized by Douglas Mills, M.D .. Specifically, the pharmacist(s) failed to 

obtain validation of the prescriptions from Dr. Mills who was not employed by Frontline Medical 

Associates, the prescribing medical group, since September 2007 and had not been practicing 

medicine in the State of California since October 2.009. 

7 Accusation 
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PRAYER 

WHEREFORE, Complainant requests that a hearing be held on the matters herein alleged, 

and that following the hearing, the Board of Pharmacy issue a decision: 

1. Revoking or suspending Pharmacy Permit Number PI-JY 48647, issued to Golden 

State Pharmaceuticals and PIC Kenneth Jack Amodeo,

4. Taking Stich other and TI.ll'ther action as deemed necessary and proper.
